2009 COMPETITION RULES

1
Pre-registration is required all written works by March 1 and for Performance Arts (including teaching demonstration) by March 15. Pre-registration for all other categories is highly encouraged to speed the check-in process the day of the event.

2.
Entrants may not enter more than TWO items in each category.

3.
Written documentation is required for all categories except Teaching Demonstration.

4.
Cooking entrants must keep hot foods hot and cold foods cold.  Failure to do so may result in disqualification of the entry.   If you require use of kitchen space prior to the event, you MUST contact the coordinator at least one month prior to the competition. There is no guarantee of kitchen space availability.

 5.
To be eligible for the Pentathlon, you must enter at least 5 different categories.  Cross-entrance of the same item is acceptable (i.e. a bracelet with handmade beads could be entered in Glass and Jewelry).  Scoring is based on the entrant’s top 5 scores in 5 different categories.

6.
Entrance in the Pentathlon is not required to compete in individual categories.

7.
The time limit for performance arts entries is 10 minutes (15 minutes for Teaching Demonstration).

8.
Entrants who have won a category in a previous Northern Lights competition are not allowed to enter that category. We respectfully ask that members of the Order of the Laurel refrain from entering the categories for which they have received their awards.  

9.
Entries by proxy are permitted but will be at a disadvantage without participation in face-to-face judging. Photographic entries are not recommended and require approval from the Pent Coordinator.

10.
Group entries are permitted; however, groups will not be eligible to enter the overall Pent. Entrants who participate in group entries may use the group score for one (1) category as part of their overall Pent score. 

11.
Youth are permitted to enter the competition but should keep in mind that they will be scored by the same criteria as adults, including completing written documentation.  

12.
Entrance in the Miscellaneous category requires prior approval from the Pent Coordinator.
